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E. UPPER MOUNTAIN SURFACE LIFTS

The upper Ward Peak bowls and Wolverine and Estelle Bowl to the northwest encompass
several hundred acres of upper-mountain, open bowl terrain. This terrain is an important
part of the recreation experience at Alpine Meadows. Hiking routes from the Sherwood
lift access these bowls and Summit Six lifts respectively. In addition, the hiking routes
along the ridges function as avalanche control routes. The surface lifts will improve the
access for patrol members. The lifts would also increase the ability to repeat-ski in the
bowls by reducing hiking time. The ability to maintain an acceptable surface lift profile
in the wind and snow drifting conditions will be taken under consideration.

~=- A surface lift will be considered from near the top terminal of the Sherwood Bow lift,

extending west to the High Yellow Peak. This lift would be approximately 400 feet long.
The alignment of the lift requires field review, but is planned to be aligned north of the
TRPA boundary.

= A second surface lift is planned from the Wolverine Saddle to the top of the “Idiots

Delight” knob. This lift would be approximately 500 feet long and provide additional
access to Wolverine and Estelle Bowls.

F. OTHERLIFTS

The Alpine Chair and Yellow Chair may be replaced in their current alignments over the
course of this master plan. These lifts would likely be replaced with high speed,
detachable four-place technology. The replacements would be linked to meeting guest
expectations, competition from other ski areas and project economics.

G. FUTURE LIFT CAPACITY

The following tables illustrate the changes in capacity. The first table illustrates the
removal installation of the Scott Wheels Chair and shortening of the Hot Wheels Chair.
The second table combines the Scott Wheels capacity with the replacement of the
Subway Chair and removal of the Meadow Chair. The final table illustrates the ski area
capacity with all of the previous projects plus the possible replacement of the Alpine and
Yellow Chairs.
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
