The Master plan for Feaks 7 and 8 is a vision that incorporates residential real estate as well as a combination of retail,
rental and restaurant space and skier services. The agreement also calls for the Town of Breckenridge and the
Breckenridge Skl Resort to partner in the construclion of a $18 million gondola and 2 $4 million ski-way.
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The Couneil on Environmental Quality (CEQ) rezulations require thal cumulative impacts be
considered in the analysis of the alternatives (40 CFR 1508.25). ‘A cumulative impact is defined
as "an impact on the environment which results from the incremental impait of the action when
added to other past, present, or reasonably foreseeable future actions regardless of what agency
or person undertakes such actions™ (40 CFR 150R.7). These impacts can result from individually
minor, but collectively significam, actions taking place over time.

Cumulative effects are an aggregate of many direct and indirect impacts and include actions that
have oecurred or can be reasonably expected to occur both within and ovtside of the project area.

snowmaking and utility line installation, and road construction, as well as restaurant and building
construction. Present actions are those actions which are currently under way or which are
considered to be part of ongoing resort operations or current projects, A brief deseription of
reasonably foreseeable future actions considered o this analysis follows.

Peak 7 Base Area Development

Breckenndge Ski Resort proposes 1o develop a base area below the recently installed
Independence SuperChair o include residential/lodging, retail, skier services, and
restaurant space. The Peak T Base Area Development will require rerouting CR 3 to
the east of i1s existing alignment and will require a bridge to span an upper tributary
tor the Cucumber Guleh wetlands complex. The Town of Breckenndge has not
approved a final development scenario. The hridge installation and road reroute may
occur as early as the summer of 2003. However, at this time, details of site
development are not available. Conceptual densities have been appraved for this
project.

Peak & Base Area Redevelopment

The existing Peak 8 Base Area is proposed for redevelopment of the azed facilities
present at the site. The redevelopment would include residential/lodging, retail, skier
services, and restaurant space. As with the Peak 7 Base Area project, conceptual
densities have been approved, but final development plans are not vet approved.
Implementation of the Peak & Base Area would likely oceur afier the Peak 7 Base
Area development. The combimed Peak 7 and Peak & Base Area developments would
occur over approximately 256 acres of private land.

Peaks 748 Access Gondola

The Town of Breckennidge and Breckenridge Ski Resort have conceptually agreed to
a final alignment of the Peaks 7&8 Gondola, The pondola will erigmate near the
Watson and Sawmill free parking lots m town and travel southwest up and over
Shock Hill tuming northwest to the future Peak 7 Base Area. The gondola will then
turn sharply to the south to terminate at the Peak & Base Area. Final funding
arrangements for construction of the gondela have not been settled but may include a
tax increment-financing program or some other shared funding arrangement,
