Breckenridge Ski Resort proposes to implemenyfthe Peak 7 portion of the 1985 Breckenridge
Revised Master Development Plan, (1985 MDP) which was approved through a Decision
Notice and Finding of No Significant Iimpact f(1985). Additional smaller projects are also
contained in the current proposal. Specificrojects being proposed for site-specific review and
approval include: construction of a detachgble-quad chairlift and associated skiing terrain on
lower Peak 7. construction of skier servige facilities located at the top and bottom of the Peak 7

ts are within Breckenridge Ski Resort’s existing U.S.
oundary. The proposed action is depicted in Figure I1-2.

Breckenridge Ski Resort propoges to construct Chair 8 and associated skiing terrain on the
lower portion of Peak 7. Thiy would entail the installation of a detachable quad chairlift,
approximately 7,000 feet in Jength and development of approximately 1635 acres of new skiing
terrain servicing primarily jhtermediate level skiers. Not all of the 165 acres would require
clearing. Creation of the flew skiing terrain would entail clearing approximately 116 acres of
skiing trails; an additiongf 44 acres would require glading (removal of 20 to 30 percent of
forest cover). Canopy glosure is less dense at higher elevations, and given existing conditions,
glading would requirefree removal equivalent to approximately five acres of clearing.
Development of the gki trails, plus construction of lift terminals and the proposed restaurant
would require apprghkimately 13.6 acres of terrain modification (recontouring).

A restaurant and sjfier services facility is proposed for construction in the vicinity of the top
terminal of Chaigfd. This building would provide food service, guest warming, toilets, and a
ski patrol duty sfation, and is proposed to accommodate approximately 400 seats. Utilities for
the Peak 7 Regfaurant (water, sewer and electricity) would be located within the access road.
